Isaiah 64:6 All of us have 
become like one who is 
unclean, and all our 
righteous acts are like 
filthy rags; we all shrivel 
up like a leaf, and like the 
wind our sins sweep us 
away.

Freely by Grace

Romans 3:22-24  This 
righteousness from God 
comes through faith in 
Jesus Christ to all who 
believe. There is no 
difference, for all have 
sinned and fall short of 
the glory of God, and are 
justified freely by his 
grace through the 
redemption that came by 
Christ Jesus.



Philippians 3:8 What is more, I consider everything a loss 
compared to the surpassing greatness of knowing Christ 
Jesus my Lord, for whose sake I have lost all things. I 
consider them rubbish, that I may gain Christ 9 and be found 
in him, not having a righteousness of my own that comes 
from the law, but that which is through faith in Christ-- the 
righteousness that comes from God and is by faith.
